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Introduction

The Sacramento Neighborhoods Activating on Air Quality (SNAAQ) 2.0 project is funded by the
California Air Resources Board’s AB 617 Community Air Grant program (2021 cycle). The
purpose of this project is to “deepen the current work of four not-for-profit organizations (Valley
Vision, Civic Thread, Breathe California Sacramento Region, and Green Tech Education &
Employment) and community members in North Sacramento and Oak Park/Fruitridge in building
partnerships and advancing resident-identified AB 617 emissions reduction strategies in these
two vulnerable Sacramento neighborhoods.”

This report synthesizes data from the SNAAQ 2.0 survey process, which was overseen by the
9-member SNAAQ 2.0 Community Steering Committee and primarily conducted with direct
mailers to more than 29,000 households across both target neighborhoods.

Pre-Survey Strategy Development

The SNAAQ 1.0 Community Air Action Plans, completed in 2022 by Civic Thread and intended
to be accessible 1-page summaries of concerns elevated as part of that project, were the
starting point for the SNAAQ 2.0 strategy development process. These plans served as draft
lists of priority actions for emissions reductions, a product potentially applicable to a future
Community Emission Reduction Plan (CERP) process in the context of the Community Air
Protection program. From these products, project team members synthesized the following
categories for potential emissions reduction action (in no particular order):

1. Land Use & Built Environment
2. Urban Greening
3. Mobility & VMT Reduction
4. Education & Advocacy

The SNAAQ project team then engaged with the Sacramento Metropolitan Air Quality
Management District (SMAQMD) - Sacramento County's designated local air quality agency - to
provide technical guidance for building out and then prioritizing pollution reduction strategies.
The California Emissions Estimator Model (CalEEMod) tool is used by environmental
professionals, planners, and regulators to estimate emissions reductions for a variety of
activities. We experimented with applying its methodologies to our (1) geographies and (2) list of
strategies to understand the best approach to reduce neighborhood-specific pollution. While
technical, we were able to use its accompanying Handbook to identify formulas for estimating
the effectiveness of emissions reductions for key activities, and received validation from
SMAQMD that our list of potential strategies would indeed result in emissions reductions at
varying levels. Precise calculations of emissions reductions continues to be a challenging
subject, especially for community-based organizations (CBOs) without a background in this
work.

The Community Steering Committee opted to remove the “Land Use & Built Environment”
category from formal consideration during planning for two upcoming strategy development
workshops, since many of the potential projects were so large or expensive that advocacy was
seen as the primary means of advancing them. Thus, the “Education & Advocacy” category
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grew to include “Land Use & Built Environment” projects as well as other more expensive or
‘moonshot’ projects (such as displacing a freeway).

Two public workshops were held – one on August 23, 2023 in Oak Park and another for
September 7, 2023 in North Sacramento. More than 130 community members attended these
workshops, which also included food, stipends, air quality “bingo” games, and live translation
services from English into Spanish, Hmong, and Farsi. Participants were asked to provide their
project ideas for each of the three groups: Urban Greening, Mobility & VMT Reduction, and
Education & Advocacy. The activity also asked participants to place dots on an additional
category that was most preferable or applicable to their idea – “Programs,” “Policy,” or
“Incentives.” The intent was to more effectively shape programs - see below for an example:
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These activities provided rich
datasets for each project area to
synthesize a “menu” of emissions
reduction options to incorporate
into a community survey. The
Valley Vision team worked through
the raw dataset and synthesized a
list of recommended “menu items”
for each geography.

The menu items were honed down by the Community Steering Committee into the following:

North Sacramento

1. Urban Greening & Parklets

2. Tree Planting in High Traffic Areas

3. Free SacRT Passes or Clean Transportation

Incentives

Oak Park/Fruitridge

1. Give Out 1,000 Free SacRT Transit Passes

2. Fund Advocacy Activities to Improve

Transit, Roads, and Active Transportation

Infrastructure

3. Provide Monetary Incentives for Planting

Trees

4. Establish Vegetative Barrier(s) to Reduce

Pollution

5. Engage Youth About Air Quality

6. Fund Programs to Educate Policymakers

Around Land Use, Particularly Pollution

Prevention Near Highways
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Survey Process

The aforementioned “menu items” or survey options were incorporated into the design of a
physical mailer. The mailer was designed by Valley Vision staff and adapted upon feedback
from the Community Steering Committee. A QR code took residents to a LinkTree web page
containing in-language links to the survey translated into the following languages:

❖ English

❖ Spanish

❖ Vietnamese

❖ Hmong

❖ Farsi/Dari

❖ Ukrainian

❖ Russian

Air Quality Survey Mailers
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Air Quality Survey Flyers

The Steering Committee voted on the mail routes within the following zip codes which would
receive mailers, in line with project geographies: 95838, 95815, 95816, 95817, and 95820. U.S.
Postal Service (USPS) Every Door Direct Mail® (EDDM®) services were utilized to distribute
the mailers to more than 29,301 households within the target areas.

Mailers were printed using a separate vendor and dropped off at physical U.S. Postal Service
locations in the target communities on December 20th and 21st, 2023, going into circulation
within days. The survey was open to residents for 25 days through 11:59 PM on Monday,
January 15th.

Survey completions:

➢ North Sac: 19,137 mailers distributed; 150 completed (0.7% response rate)

➢ Oak Park/Fruitridge: 10,164 mailers distributed; 165 completed (1.6% response rate)

➢ 208 email addresses opted into further collaboration
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Data Summary &Methodology

Survey data was analyzed using a simplified form of “positional voting,” a type of ranked choice
voting. Valley Vision assigned specific weighted values to selections based on their rank
position on each ballot. All selections were awarded points associated with their rank position.
Then, all the points for each option were tallied. See below for point totals associated with each
choice:

North Sacramento (three options):

❖ Choice #1: 3 points

❖ Choice #2: 2 points

❖ Choice #3: 1 point

Oak Park/Fruitridge (six options):

❖ Choice #1: 6 points

❖ Choice #2: 5 points

❖ Choice #3: 4 point

❖ Choice #4: 3 points

❖ Choice #5: 2 points

❖ Choice #6: 1 point

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Lastly, the survey included an open-response question asking about respondents’ “top
environmental concern.” These responses were highly variable but synthesized and assigned to
categories of concern by Valley Vision. Below are results for each neighborhood:

Conclusion

While North Sacramento and Oak Park/Fruitridge deployed distinct surveys with different
options, our weighted results were mostly aligned.

For North Sacramento:

❖ The top result in North Sacramento was: Tree Planting in High Traffic Areas (description: “Plant
trees strategically along walkways to transit and residential pathways to transportation services
and places of destination.”).

❖ The second result was Urban Greening & Parklets (description: “Conduct urban greening (rain
gardens, parklets, etc.) in vacant or neglected areas, or those with a high urban heat island
effect.).

For Oak Park:

❖ The top result in Oak Park was Establish Vegetative Barrier(s) to Reduce Pollution
(description: “Establish a vegetative barrier, near either a roadway or a site where youth, the
elderly, or other sensitive populations spend time.”).

❖ The second result was Fund Advocacy Activities to Improve Transit, Roads, and Active
Transportation Infrastructure (description: Fund groups to engage in clean transportation
advocacy.).

Clearly projects involving urban greening and vegetative barriers are the main activity of interest
to survey respondents. Providing transportation incentives, such as passes or programs to
support a mode shift, did not break the top 50% of the rankings in either area. However,
transportation advocacy was the #2 selection in Oak Park.

With regard to the qualitative “top environmental concerns” open response question, results
were less similar between North Sacramento and Oak Park/Fruitridge.

The top “environmental concern” results in North Sacramento were

❖ Trash & Illegal Dumping
❖ Homelessness

The top “environmental concern” results in Oak Park/Fruitridge were

❖ Smog/Smoke/Air Pollution from Freeway
❖ Traffic/Lack of Sidewalks and Complete Streets

Ultimately, projects related to greening (and its co-benefit, beautification) is popular in both
areas, particularly when it is near populations and transportation corridors. Tree plantings and
related greening projects, such as establishing vegetative barriers, are proven to support
emissions reductions and to sequester carbon. North Sacramento is very supportive of such
urban greening projects. In Oak Park, there is more of an emphasis on specific vegetative
barriers, as well as supporting organizations that participate in transportation-related advocacy.

The Sacramento Neighborhoods Activating on Air Quality (SNAAQ) 2.0 project team looks
forward to this data-driven process and findings informing the implementation of projects to
address air pollution and Environmental Justice in North Sacramento, Oak Park/Fruitridge, and
beyond.
